Naoko
and Gustav’s search for prime Napa Valley vineyard land took them to the famed eastern hillsides of Oakville,
where Dalla Valle Vineyards has earned acclaim as one of world’s most celebrated wine estates, yielding wines
of extraordinary character and complexity, vintage after vintage. Today, Dalla Valle is guided by the mother-
and-daughter team of Naoko and Winemaker Maya Dalla Valle, who work alongside an illustrious crew that in-
cludes Consulting Winemaker Andy Erickson, Vineyard Manager Edgar Alfaro, as well as internationally
recognized Consulting Enologist Michel Rolland. While known for its stellar Cabernets and Cabernet blends,
the Maya bottling has, since its introduction with the 1988 vintage, been at the top of its portfolio and produced
in miniscule quantities. The 1992 vintage, released in 1995, was only the second California wine at that time to
earn 100-points from Robert Parker and the accolades have been flowing ever since. In this very rare 3.0L for-
mat, you have the opportunity of adding to your cellar one of California’s (and the world’s) most prestigious
wines from the excellent 2018 Napa Valley vintage.

Whenever a vinous discussion turns to Burgundy, Domaine de la Romanée-Conti (often abbreviated to DRC) is
sure to come up. Despite its limited availability and high price, DRCis widely acknowledged as among the most
highly valued and sought after wines of Burgundy and in the world. Through the centuries DRC has achieved
a level of greatness beyond the reach of even the world’s most revered wines and producers. Originally
founded in 1232 when the Abbey of Saint Vivant in Vosne acquired 1.8 hectares (4.5 acres) of vineyard, the prop-
erty has expanded and changed hands multiple times through the centuries without losing any of its luster re-
gardless of the then current ownership. The vineyard was sold again for the final time in 1869 to Jacques-Marie
Duvault-Blochet, descendant of the de Villaine family (including Aubert de Villaine), one of two families who

remain as proprietors. (Continued)
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Under the Duvault-Blocher ownership, reconstruction of the domaine as we know it today, was begun and
acquisitions of vineyard holdings in Echézeaux, Grands Echézeaux and Richebourg were completed. Jasper
Morris wrote in his “Inside Burgundy” Review of Burgundy’s 2015 vintage, ‘2015 has earned a great reputation
for its Reds. They possess the concentration of the [legendary] 2005s and are allied to the sensuality of the
2010s.” Two wines in magnum format from the Grand Cru vineyards purchased by Duvault-Blocher in 1869 and
the highly acclaimed 2015 vintage compose this magnificent lot for you tonight.

Glass Slipper is an idyllic 5-acre vineyard in the Coombsville AVA of Napa Valley, and prior to 2021 all Glass Slipper
Vineyard grapes were sold. Suzie and Paul chose their buyers carefully and all the grapes were used in highly
rated and sought after wines with some carrying a vineyard designation. Only 100 cases of the 2021 were
produced with some in magnums so this is your chance to be part of the next great adventure with Suzie and
her Glass Slipper wines.

For years Coombsville was a growers’ paradise, supplying up-valley wineries with grapes of stellar character
that lent a backbone of power and elegance to their wines. Since the AVA was commissioned in 2011, there has
been an accelerated growth of small family-owned wineries. The area’s diverse portfolio is gaining world-wide
recognition for its wines displaying finely tuned structure, balance, deep hues and finesse with an underlying
sense of minerality unique to the area. The Coombsville AVA is Napa Valley’s sixteenth, newest and perhaps
most unique appellation. The entire area is a volcanic caldera formed by a massive eruption that later also re-
sulted in the collapse of the crater’s western wall. The resulting crescent shaped caldera created a complex
mix of exposures, altitudes and grades combined with somewhat consistent soil types throughout the AVA.
Volcanic rock atop of volcanic ash and pockets of clay and fresh-water diatomaceous earth (that differs from
the salt-water diatomaceous earth found elsewhere in the Valley). Next to Carneros, Coombsville is the coolest
Napa Valley AVA with the morning fog and cooling afternoon breezes from San Pablo Bay moderating tem-
peratures throughout the growing season leading to longer hang times, even ripening patterns and enhanced
flavor/aromatic development.

The Farella’s are Coombsville pioneers and continue
to blaze the trail for all that have followed in the area.

Coombsville vineyard with an elaborate cheese and charcuterie plate included. LOCALISM is much larger
than wine - it encompasses art, music, food, the land, family, and community. A common theme found
in LOCALISM Wines is that they are distinct, respectful of the vintage and the nature of the grapes.
Authenticity is the core of everything they do.

e Arrow&Branch wines invites you to experience a private vineyard tour and wine tasting of current re-
leases. Proprietors Steve and Seanne Contursi share a great love for the wines of Bordeaux, particularly
those produced with a large quantity of Cabernet Franc, such as Chateau Cheval Blanc. They began their
romance while traveling through Bordeaux in the mid 1980’s and have since found their dreams came
true in Napa Valley. They sought out their Coombsville Estate vineyard property with an eye to producing
top-quality Bordeaux-style blend wines from Napa Valley.

* Taste the wines of Silverado Vineyards - Alison Rodriguez is a relatively new entry on the Coombsville
scene as she has recently been appointed by Foley Family Wines to head the winemaking for their Silver-
ado Vineyards that owns and operates a 170-acre estate (125 planted) atop Mount George.

* Enjoy a morning stroll with Harvest Duhig through the vineyards of Duhig Wine. Harvest Duhig calls
herself an “Old Coombsville soul with a new school view.” Since childhood, her appreciation of nature
was influenced by her grandmother’s commitment to gardening. She worked her first harvest in 1997
and later graduated UC Davis with a dual degree in Viticulture and Enology. As she said, “With the name
Harvest | knew winemaking was my calling.”
