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Under the Duvault‐Blocher ownership, reconstruction of the domaine as we know it today, was begun and  
acquisitions of vineyard holdings in Échézeaux, Grands Échézeaux  and Richebourg were completed.  Jasper 
Morris wrote in his “Inside Burgundy” Review of Burgundy’s 2015 vintage, “2015 has earned a great reputation 
for its Reds.  They possess the concentration of the [legendary] 2005s and are allied to the sensuality of the 
2010s.”
